Monkhouse (18 March 1840-20 July 1901) just 3 months before the recipient's death: 'Dear Mr. Monkhouse....". He thanks him for
sending the monograph, which he describes as 'excellent in every way' (presumably an article in the Art Journal of 1901 which was
published on the announcement of the artist's retirement). Tenniel then, however, confesses to 'a feeling of disappointment' in that
'Three of the Selected Cartoons have been discarded, without consulting me, to be substituted by the 3 wretched ones of the late Queen,
which were not in the list of subjects at all'. His work, he bemoans, is represented 'at its very worst, whereas the idea and desire was of
course to show it at its very best!'. He goes on to ask for Monkhouse's opinion on the decision which 'quite spoils the book!!!".

In his respected biography of the artist 'Sir John Tenniel, Alice's White Knight' (Scolar Press) the author Rodney Engen refers to Monkhouse's
survey of Tenniel's career as 'lightweight' being 'long on illustrations and short on critical comments'. In Engen's opinion its contribution lies in
the fact that it includes Tenniel's personal choice of artwork. Fascinatingly this letter debunks that notion and is also characteristic, in its tone,
of the artist's fastidious and exacting nature. Famously Tenniel was unhappy with the printing of his wood-engraved illustrations in the first
edition of Alice, in 1865, which led to the edition being pulled and the original sheets being sent to Appleton & Co. in the United States.

Ilya losifovich Kabakov (1933-2023) was a Soviet and American
artist, a representative of Moscow conceptualism.

On June 29, 1905, he was
appointed the first Russian Minister of the Navy.

Heinrich Leonhard von Chirski-und-Bogendoft (1858-
1916) — German statesman, State Secretary of the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs of the German Empire (1906-1907).
From 1900 onwards, he accompanied Emperor Wilhelm II
on his trips as a representative of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs.

The Bjorko Treaty was a secret Russo-German alliance
treaty signed during a meeting between Emperor Nicholas
II and German Emperor Wilhelm II on July 11 (24), 1905,
aboard the imperial yacht "Polar Star" near the Baltic
island of Bjorko (near Vyborg).

The Russian Emperor apparently intended it to be directed
against Great Britain, but the treaty primarily risked
worsening Russo-French relations, although formally it did
not contradict the alliance with France. Moreover, Russia
at that time strongly needed French loans. Therefore,
Nicholas II's initiative faced fierce resistance from the
Russian government and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.
V.N. Lamzdorf and S.Y. Witte managed to persuade the
Emperor to terminate the agreement, and the Russian

side, based on Article IV, set the condition that France's
accession to the treaty was necessary for its entry into
force. This condition was deliberately impossible to fulfill,
and thus the Bjorko Treaty was rendered ineffective.

The following lots are from the collection of
Adolf Rothstein (1857-1904), one of the most
powerful Russian bankers of the turn of the
twentieth century, and right-hand man to the
minister of finance Sergei Witte. Acquired when
they were new, they have descended directly to
his great-grandson, and after more than a century
in the same family are now offered for auction for
the first time.

Adolf Rothstein was born in humble
circumstances in Berlin but showed a precocious
talent for financial affairs at a young age. He first
worked for a German bank, but soon moved to
Russia where he made a brilliant career, rising
to become the director and general manager
of two enormous private Russian banks: the
International Commercial Bank in St. Petersburg,
and the Russo-Chinese Bank which had branches
in Siberia, Manchuria, China and Japan.

In the 1890s he had became close to Sergei
Witte, Nicholas II's Minister of Finance, and
was instrumental in attracting foreign bank loans
to Russia, specifically for the development of
business and infrastructure in Russia's Far East.
A naturalised subject of the Tsar, he was awarded
the Order of Saint Vladimir, and was the first man
of Jewish faith to be admitted to the ranks of the
hereditary nobility of the Empire.

Count Witte does nothing whatsoever without
the advice and counsel of Rothstein, and inasmuch as Count Witte is far
and away the most powerful of all Russian statesmen, holding the purse
strings of the Empire, and exercising an influence over every branch of the
Imperial Administration, the importance of Herr Rothstein will be readily
appreciated...’

But Russia was heading into a troubled decade, troubles which began
precisely in the Far East. In 1904 Rothstein left St. Petersburg to visit
his family in Berlin; no sooner had he arrived than he heard the news of
the outbreak of war between Russia and Japan. He immediately returned
to Saint Petersburg, sold all his Russian assets and gave them over to the
Imperial Crown. He then returned to Berlin, contracted Spanish flu, and died
very quickly and suddenly at the age of 46.

His widow was the well-known actress Eugenie Legrenzi, born in
Bohemia of Italian descent, and ten years younger than her husband. After
her husband's death she left St. Petersburg with their two young children,
first for the fashionable spa town of Bad Ischl in Austria, where Rothstein
had built a holiday villa (the Villa Rothstein, which still stands to this day)
and eventually to Graz where she had family. Of the two children, one
was also carried away by Spanish flu; the other is the grandmother of the
present vendor.

The author of the book, Dmitry Sergeevich Anichkov, was a philosopher-
enlightener, logician, publicist, and professor at Moscow University.

In 1770, Anichkov began teaching the first philosophical course on
ethics ("ucheniya o nravstvennosti i etike"). ["the doctrine of morality
and ethics"] in Russia. In 1777, he was awarded the title of Ordinary
Professor of Logic, Metaphysics, and Pure Mathematics. According to
some sources, Anichkov was a member of a Masonic lodge from 1777.
Despite his prolific creativity, most of the manuscripts of his numerous
unpublished works were destroyed in a fire.

Metropolitan Stefan (secular name - Simeon Ivanovich Yavorsky;
1658-1722) — Bishop of the Russian Orthodox Church; Metropolitan
of Ryazan and Murom; guardian of the patriarchal throne in the
years preceding the abolition of the patriarchy under Peter 1. After
the reforms of Peter I, the previously emerging issue of schism in
Russian church life intensified. Thus, there arose the case of the
scribe Grigory Talitsky, who was distributing notebooks among
the people calling Moscow Babylon and Peter I the Antichrist.
The Metropolitan had to take action. In 1703, he published a
book against the heresies of Talitsky, titled Znamenia prishestviya
antikhristova i konchiny veka. The work proved to be in high
demand and was reprinted eight times in the 18th century.

Andrey Ivanovich (Ioannovich) Zhuravlyov (better known as Andrey
loannov; 1751-1813) — Archpriest of the Russian Orthodox Church,

a prominent figure in the Old Believers' movement, historian of

Old Believers. Initially an Old Believer himself, he belonged to the
priestless sect of the Fedoseevtsy. After joining the Orthodox Church,
he was ordained a priest and in 1787 was appointed the priest of the
Bolshaya Okhta cemetery church in St. Petersburg.

First published in 1794, "Complete Historical Account of the Old
Believers" is the first comprehensive history of the schism. The book
has been reprinted several times, with the latest, 6th edition, published
in 1890. The work contains detailed information about various branches
of Old Believers and sectarian organizations, describes territories
settled by schismatics, their settlements and villages, churches and
monasteries located there, and describes their customs.

In 1830, the first Smirdin edition of Krylov's fables was released,
and in 1840, the last one was printed. In that same year, Smirdin
fully settled accounts with the fabulist, who had supported him at
the start of his publishing activities. Smirdin published a total of

8 editions of Krylov's fables. The publisher was not deterred by
the prospect of having to print and sell the same content for ten
years straight. He was confident of success and decided to vary the
external appearance of the fables' editions in every possible way.
According to Smirnov-Sokolsky, the book was released in three
formats: most of the print run was in octavo format (309 pages), a
smaller portion in duodecimo (370 pages), and sextodecimo (423
pages). The present book belongs to the latter variant.

Presumably this book was to be only the first volume
of research. The second and third volumes were destroyed by the
author himself because he revealed the tendency of national riots
to emerge in taverns.

Gavrilovich Artsybashev (?-1603).

The authorship is attributed to Donat Hiibschmann (Donat
Hibschmann; ca. 1525/30-1583); it is also attributed to Jost
Amman. Printed by Michael Petterle (Michael Petterle / Peterle;
1576-1595) in Prague.

According to D.A. Rovinsky's opinion, the only genuine copy of
this woodcut in the late 19th century was held in the Wiesbaden
Museum. The biography of the collector states: "the director of
the Public Library M.A. Korf passionately desired to acquire this
woodcut. However, negotiations with the museum led to nothing.
That's when Rovinsky stepped in. He offered some of his works in
exchange for the woodcut. The administration of the Wiesbaden
Museum immediately agreed," and St. Petersburg obtained the
woodcut. (The current location of the original in Wiesbaden in
Russia is not specified; the most likely place is the Public Library
- now the Russian National Library). A specially made and
hand-colored copy was created for D.A. Rovinsky, which gained
circulation. Other reproductions made entirely by typographic
methods are also known.

(1850-1908) was the fourth son of
Emperor Alexander II and Empress Maria
Alexandrovna. Member of the State
Council, Senior Commander of the Navy
and Maritime Department, and Chairman
of the Admiralty Council, the last Admiral-
General of the Russian Empire.

Karl Ivanovich Bergamasco (1830-1896)
was a Russian photographer of Italian
origin. He was one of the most fashionable
and successful portrait painters of the XIX
century. Bergamasco's works have won
gold and silver medals at exhibitions in
Russia and Europe. In 1863, Bergamasco
became the "photographer of the Imperial
theaters". In 1865, he was appointed
"photographer of His Imperial Highness
Grand Duke Nikolai Nikolaevich" (the
elder). In 1896, Bergamasco was going to
film the coronation of Nicholas II, but died
several days before.

In February 1903, the Winter Palace hosted the largest masquerade in the history of St. Petersburg.
The ball, dedicated to the 290th anniversary of the Romanov dynasty, was attended by all the
nobility of the state. Guests were dressed in costumes from the pre-Petrine era: ladies in kokoshniks
and sarafans, cavaliers in the attire of streltsy, falconers, and boyars. Members of the imperial
family also wore historical costumes. Extensive historical and archival research was conducted, and
consultants including historians and art historians participated in creating costumes for the imperial
couple and courtiers.

For instance, Nicholas II's "Small Tsar's Costume" was partly authentic. The design was developed
by the director of the Hermitage, I.A. Vsevolozhsky, and the artist of the St. Petersburg Imperial
Theaters, E.P. Ponomarev. From the Armory Chamber of the Moscow Kremlin, 16 authentic items
of royal costumes from the 17th century were obtained: pearl bracelets of Fedor loannovich, the
authentic scepter of Tsar Alexei Mikhailovich, buttons, and decorations. The costume made of
velvet and brocade, specially ordered from suppliers to the imperial court, was handled by the
theatrical costumer of the Imperial Theaters, I.I. Kaffi, along with two tailors. The imperial hat was
crafted in the hat workshop of the Briino brothers, suppliers to the Imperial Court since 1872.

Other participants of the ball also meticulously prepared for the event. Even orchestral musicians
and choristers were dressed in antique Russian kaftans. Empress-appointed 65 "dancing officers"
were also attired as streltsy or falconers from the 17th century. Most costumes were created based
on designs by the fashionable artist Sergey Solomko.

At the empress's request, participants were captured by the best photographers of St. Petersburg, and
a year later, at the order of the Imperial Court, a commemorative "Album of the Costume Ball at the
Winter Palace" was released, containing 21 heliogravures and 174 phototypes.

Zinaida Nikolaevna Gippius (1869-1945) was a Russian poet, writer,
playwright, and literary critic, and one of the prominent figures of the Silver
Age. Gippius, together with D.S. Merezhkovsky, formed one of the most
original and creatively productive marital unions in literary history, and she is
considered an ideologue of Russian symbolism.

In exile, the Merezhkovskys became devotees of St. Therese of Lisieux. They
did not belong to any Russian church parishes and, according to N.A. Teffi's
memoirs, attended Catholic services.

Included are two handwritten letters from Temira Pachmuss, 2001.

Temira Pachmuss (1927-2007) was an American philologist and Slavicist of
Estonian origin. She is best known as a specialist on the life and works of
Zinaida Gippius. Pachmuss prepared publications of Gippius's selected letters
and diaries, compiled and edited several of her books published in the USA,
and wrote the monograph "Zinaida Gippius as a Dramatist" (1972).

Magaram Eliazar (Eli) Evelyevich (1899-1962) was a writer,
journalist, and publisher.

In the letter, Gavriil Konstantinovich informs about the
discontinuation of correspondence with Nikita Alexandrovich,

who "gryubo i tsinichno" ["rudely and cynically"] spoke about
Metropolitan Evlogii. Tak mozhet pisat' chelovek ne uvazhayushchii
ni sebya, ni drugikh". ["Such things can only be written by someone
who respects neither himself nor others."]

Prince Gavriil supported Metropolitan Evlogii (1868-1946) during
his conflict with Metropolitan Antonii.

Grand Duke Gavriil Konstantinovich Romanov (1887-1955) was the
great-grandson of Emperor Nicholas I and the cousin of Nicholas II.
He was the second son of Grand Duke Konstantin Konstantinovich,
known as poet K.R., and Grand Duchess Elizaveta Mavrikievna
(born Elizaveta Augusta Maria Agnes of Saxe-Altenburg). One of
the first children of the imperial family to receive the title of prince
of the blood imperial at birth; in exile, he was granted the right to be
styled Grand Duke.

Nikita Alexandrovich Romanov (1900-1974) was a prince

of imperial blood, the third son of Grand Duke Alexander
Mikhailovich and Grand Duchess Xenia Alexandrovna. He was the
grandson of Emperor Alexander 111 through his mother's line and the
great-grandson of Emperor Nicholas I through direct male lineage.

'APOLLO-SOYUZ' CIGARETTES GIFT BOX

SIGNED BY COSMONAUT ALEXEY LEONOV

Rare, signed gift box (of only fifteen signed by A. Leonov), one of the sets was presented to Leonid Brezhnev.

In 1975 the two leading space powers of the 20th century participated in a joint programme that was a major event for US-Soviet
relations. Spacecraft with Soviet and American crews Soyuz-19 (Alexei Leonov, Valery Kubasov) and Apollo-18 (Apollo, Thomas
Strafford, Donald Slayton, Vance Brand) made a joint docking on July 15, 1975.

During 1975-1976, a series of postage stamps, postcards, photo albums and cigarettes called Soyuz Apollo were issued in the Soviet
Union to commemorate the flight. The Soyuz Apollo cigarette brand included the famous Virginia tobacco of the American company
Philip Morris and was developed by Philip Morris and the Soviet tobacco industry. According to Alexei Leonov, it was mixed with
Moldovan tobacco leaf in a 50/50 ratio. It was decided to produce the cigarettes at the USSR's leading Moscow-based "Yava' factory.
All the cigarettes were packaged in attractive blocks of ten packs each. For top executives, cigarettes were packed in flat gift boxes
of the same capacity.

The label design for Soyuz Apollo cigarettes was developed by a member of the expedition himself, cosmonaut Alexei Leonov.

The chief engineer of the Yava factory personally visited Alexei Leonov, and the pilot cosmonaut signed fifteen gift boxes.

Our box is one of them. One of the gift boxes was given to Leonid Brezhnev.

Leonid Brezhnev also said in his memoirs that he used to present Soyuz-Apollo cigarettes with his signature as a souvenir of the era.
Leonov recalled: 'Even in the Cold War conditions, there were people who proposed to implement a programme to dock two spaceships.
The act of these people shows global thinking, a great concern for all humankind, not for one's benefit. US President Richard Nixon
took the initiative. He phoned Alexei Kosygin, Chairman of the USSR Council of Ministers, and proposed a programme to dock two
spaceships in orbit so cosmonauts and astronauts could work together.'

For Soviet officials, the project proved to be very prestigious. For the first time, consumer products of international quality appeared
on the country's market and were highly appreciated by the people. Ten per cent of the cigarettes produced were exported to the
United States, a rare event for Soviet-made consumer products.

Paul Chmaroff always felt a connection with his homeland upon emigrating from revolutionary Russia to Paris in
1924. He expressed his reminiscences in a series of genre paintings of peasant life. They are unified by a single style,
with large and dense strokes, sophisticated colours, and a spirit that affirms the joy of life and celebrates the beauty of
a Slavic woman. Paul Chmaroff's 'peasants' were popular at Paris exhibitions in the mid-20th century.

An impressionist glow of light and colour emantes from this painting. The artist fills the space with the sunshine and
the air, creating local spots of colour: light pink and cadmium yellow on the skirts and white on the sleeves of the
peasant women. Three shawls on their heads are particularly expressive, like three strokes of colour: cadmium red,
golden ochre and grass green.

Paul Chmaroff had a particular sense of colour and ability to use oil paints in such a way that the neighbouring colours,
though pure and self-sufficient, formed a dazzling symphony in combination with one another.

An incredible synthesis is developed by the artist, where a peaceful scene, femininity and the impressionist manner
harmoniously complete each other. It is a silent conversation between two cultures.

16.7. Please note that HFA are not able to assist buyers with the shipment of any lots containing ivory and/or other
restricted materials into the US. A buyer's inability to export or import these lots cannot justify a delay in payment or a
sale's cancellation.

17. ARTIST RESALE RIGHTS (DROIT DE SUITE)
17.1. Pursuant o the European Union's Artist's Resale Rights Directive, which has been adopted by the EU, living artists
and artists who died within 70 years prior to the date of the sale are entitled to receive a resale royalty each time their
art work is sold by an art market professional in the European Union, subject to certain conditions.
17.2. HFA shall collect the resale royalty due to the artists or their estates from buyers of lots with a hammer price
(excluding buyer's premium and excluding VAT) in excess of €1,000. Any purchaser of a lot to which Artist's Resale Right
applies will be charged the amount of the resale royalty, which will be added to the invoice.

18. PREEMPTION OF THE MONEGASQUE GOVERNMENT (PREEMPTION)
18.1. When either works of art or private documents relating to national historical or cultural heritage are on sale, a right
of pre-emption may be exercised by the Monegasque State.
18.2. The Bailiff is required, at least fifteen days before the date of the sale, to notify the Minister of State and to provide
him with all useful information concerning the works or documents presented.
18.3. The bailiff shall be informed of the decision of pre-emption immediately after the adjudication of the lot and is
mentioned in the minutes of the auction. It must be confirmed within fifteen days. The exercise of the right of preemption
has the effect of subrogating the State to the winning bidder.

19. MISCELLANEA
19.1. Any indulgence extended to bidders, buyers or sellers by HFA notwithstanding the strict terms of these Conditions
or of the Terms of Consignment shall affect the position at the relevant time only and in respect of that particular
concession only, in all other respects these Conditions shall be construed as having full force and effect.
19.2. HFA shall have the right at their discretion, to refuse admission to its premises or attendance at its auctions by
any person.
19.3. All natice to any buyer, seller, bidder or viewer may be given by first class mail or email in which case it shall be
deemed to have been received by the addressee 48 hours after posting.

20. LAW AND JURISDICTIONS
20.1.The General Conditions are regulated by and constructed in accordance with the laws of the Principality of
Monaco. Any legal action or dispute arising out of or in connection with these Terms and Conditions shall be settled by
the Courts of Monaco.
